As you may know, the Community Leadership Program at the UNH Thompson
School of Applied Science is partnering with the Cornucopia Food Pantry to provide
food baskets during the Thanksgiving season. The food pantry serves the UNH
community, students, staff, faculty, and their families. Food baskets are distributed
three times each year at Thanksgiving, winter break, and in the spring around Earth
Day. The Cornucopia Food Pantry is located at the Waysmeet Center at 15 Mill Road
in downtown Durham, and is open twice a week throughout the academic year, and
once a week during the summer.
