We have to think about knowledge generation differently

Values are important and the values should mirror the relationships created b/t
academy and community

Successful community research is based on successful relationship creation

If we're engaging community researchers, we need to build capacity in the
community

Hierarchical nature of academic institutions has to change

This field of engaged scholarship puts us in a whole new world, with new
guestions to ask

e Inthe probes (suggestions, not mandatory questions), we ask about language,
assessment, and technology. Please share with us anything regarding these topics that
resonated with your group.
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Sometimes the distinctions b/t types of research may be counterproductive —
but we couldn’t even come to common definitions of scholarship and/or types of
research classifications

While we can work toward better definitions of our work, it’s also important to
keep the language fluid — language is important in creating new knowledge, and
can sometimes be transformative

We struggle with definitions of community — is the academic institution part of
the community, are the members of the academy part of the community, and
what exactly is the community? Also the role of elites as representing — or not —
the community

Sometimes the data gathered may not be on its face, relevant to the researcher,
but may be relevant to the community — and that’s OK

Sometimes language is co-opted by the university

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This kind of scholarship should be value-driven
The notion of “courageous scholarship”
We have to question the assumption that academics can fix things
