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Committee Membership 
 
The Chair asked the Office of Environmental Health and Safety (OEHS) if a Chemical Engineering 
representative had been chosen to serve on the committee. Committee Member Gillum said that he 
would review this matter with the Director of OEHS. 
 
Biological and Chemical Safety Plan 
 
The Chair offered many suggested revisions to the UNH Biological and Chemical Safety Plan 
(BCSP), including the following: 
 

1. Chapter 2, section 2, #10 – Change the title to “Open Floor Drains and Sink Traps.” 
2. Chapter 7, section 1 – Develop a “Roadmap to Training” to indicate the appropriate 

types of training for new and existing undergraduate students, graduate students, faculty 
and staff. 

3. Chapter 9, section 2 – Reword the second sentence to read: “Chemicals should be stored 
based on their compatibility. Compatible chemicals can be stored alphabetically.” 

4. Chapter 9, section 2 – Remove halogenated materials from the third sentence. 
5. Appendix P – Add alcohols to the list of incompatible materials for nitric acid 

(concentrated). 
6. Appendix V – Under required training, replace “OEHS” with “appropriate.” 

 
The Committee also discussed the need to add some language explaining how OEHS will respond 
to complaints and how laboratory inspections will be scheduled. Committee Member Manning said 
that OEHS will develop the appropriate language for the Committee to review. 
 
New Business 
 
Personal Protective Equipment Outside the Laboratory 
 
The Committee reviewed and approved the following text regarding personal protective equipment 
(PPE) worn outside the laboratory: 
 

Improper use or lack of gloves and other protective clothing can lead to chemical burns, 
biological exposures, or other potential dangers. The Office of Environmental Health & 
Safety (EH&S) encourages informed and safe use of gloves, lab coats, and other 
personal protective equipment (PPE) within the laboratory, but asks that their use be 
voluntarily limited or prohibited in some public areas of all scientific research buildings. 
The following guidelines are a reminder that soiled, potentially soiled, or the perception 
of potentially soiled gloves and other clothing beyond the lab may transmit a hazard, 
project a disturbing or careless image, or both, to colleagues and visitors.  
 
Please follow these guidelines when wearing protective laboratory clothing: 
 
• Wearing gloves outside the lab is not recommended, except to move hazardous 

materials between laboratories. Instead, shuttle chemicals from place to place on a 
cart, in a clean secondary bin, or in a bottle carrier with secure handles. 
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• If you transport hazardous materials, use a clean, ungloved hand to touch common 
surfaces and a gloved hand to carry the items: the one-glove rule. (Alternatively, 
package the material so you may touch the packaging with bare hands, without 
apprehension, knowing the material is completely contained if dropped.) 

 
• Gloves should never come in contact with door handles, elevator buttons, 

telephones, lavatory faucets, vending machines, bottled-water dispensers, ice-making 
machines, or other surfaces outside the laboratory. 

 
• For the sake of safety, appearances, and courtesy, please do not wear soiled, stained, 

or potentially contaminated lab clothing in a cafeteria, lounge, auditorium, or other 
non-hazardous area. 

 
The Committee requested that the PPE statement be sent to all laboratory personnel. 
 
Chemical Safety Committee Procedures 
 
Committee members agreed that operating procedures and a mission statement needed to be 
developed for the Committee. Committee Members Simpson and Gillum agreed to develop a draft 
document for the Chemical Safety Committee to review.
