
these exits open in the event 

of a fire.  Bikes should be in 

the bike racks located be-

tween buildings 21-24 and 

30 and 31. 

Lastly, almost every time 

the staff entered an apart-

ment with no one home, we 

found lights on, TVs going, 

computer monitors on, and 

even fans going.  All of 

these items are using and 

wasting electricity.  In a 

time when the university 

must already make serious 

cuts to academic programs, 

faculty and staff positions, 

and figure out how to solve 

the budget challenges over 

the next 3 years, this is not 

helping any of us.  Cur-

rently a large portion of 

your Forest Park rent goes 

Recently Housing staff 

have gone in to each apart-

ment to do the semi-

annual safety inspections.  

While doing these, we 

noticed several safety vio-

lations in almost half of 

the apartments at Forest 

Park.  Residents have 

made a good effort to cor-

rect these in the past two 

weeks, but we wanted to 

mention some of the gen-

eral issues so that all resi-

dents can be better in-

formed and safe. 

Please do not use any 

halogen lamps. These get 

very hot and can easily 

catch paper, drapery, and 

wall coverings on fire.  

Using florescent lamps is 

the best option since they 

do not get as hot and they 

use electricity safely. 

Another item that was seen 

often is residents using alu-

minum foil on walls around 

the stove and also under the 

burners to catch grease and 

make things easier to clean 

up.  This can be a problem 

when grease gets trapped or 

coats the foil and creates a 

very dangerous situation.  

Please do not use foil in 

these areas and also try to 

keep these areas free of any 

grease buildup. 

Many of the stairwells still 

contain furniture, boxes, 

vacuums, brooms, mat-

tresses and bicycles.  Please 

make sure to keep these 

areas clear of items to avoid 

tripping hazards and to keep
