++ Health Professions Program  (Premedical and Predental)  (Hood 102)     
Students may major in any UNH program but must include at least one of the following courses, if possible: CHEM 
403 (if non-chemistry major, consult with prehealth professions adviser before registering for 405) or BIOL 411. 
Consult with an adviser at Orientation to determine other appropriate first-semester course work. No course 
prerequisite to medical or dental school should be taken pass/fail or through AP. 
 

 

+ ++ Prelaw Program  (Hood 102)    
Students may major in any UNH program.  They work under the guidance the faculty PreLaw Advisory Committee to 
select appropriate courses to prepare for admission to, and success in, law school. The committee also provides 
assistance with the law school admissions process. Students may register with the Prelaw Advisory Committee at 
June Orientation or by contacting the University Advising and Career Center.
