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DURHAM, NH –President Barack Obama’s job performance rating in New Hampshire has dropped to its lowest level since 
his election.  Obama’s handling of the economy and health care reform continue to drag down his popularity 
 

These findings are based on the latest WMUR Granite State Poll,∗ conducted by the University of New Hampshire Survey 
Center.  Five hundred four (504) randomly selected New Hampshire adults were interviewed by telephone between April 15 
and April 26, 2011.  The margin of sampling error for the survey is +/- 4.4 percent. 
 

Presidential Approval 

 
Despite a slowly improving economy, President Barack Obama’s popularity continues to slide in New Hampshire.  In the 
most recent Granite State Poll, 44% of New Hampshire adults say they approve of the job Obama is doing as president, 52% 
disapprove, and 5% are neutral.  These figures are similar to his national ratings, a recent Gallup poll (April 25) showed 44% 
of U.S. residents approved of the job Obama is doing as President.  “Obama’s approval rating has slipped below the 46% 
‘break even’ point for reelection,” said Andrew Smith, Director of the UNH Survey Center.  “Presidents with approval 
ratings above 46% typically get reelected while an approval rating below 46% typically results in electoral defeat.”

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Presidential Approval in NH – Barack Obama 



While President Obama’s approval rate has remained high among Democrats, it has declined significantly among 
Independents and Republicans.  Obama’s approval ratings among Independents (32%), and Republicans (4%) are at their 
lowest levels in New Hampshire since he took office.  
 

 
 
Obama’s personal favorability has declined to its lowest level in New Hampshire.  Obama is currently viewed favorably by 
only 44% of New Hampshire adults, 48% have an unfavorable opinion of him, and 8% are neutral or don’t know enough 
about him to say.  Obama’s net favorability rating, the percentage having a favorable opinion minus the percentage having an 
unfavorable opinion, is -4%, down from +3% in February.   
 
Democrats continue to like Obama with 84% having a favorable opinion of him, while only 37% of political independents 
and 5% of Republicans have a favorable opinion of the President. 
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Favorability Ratings – Barack Obama
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Economic Approval Rating 

 
Despite a slow recovery, approval of the Obama Administration’s handling of the economy continues to drop.  Currently, 
only 40% of New Hampshire adults approve of how Obama is handling the economy, 57% disapprove, and 3% are neutral.  
As with other approval measures, there is a considerable partisan gap -- most Democrats (78%) approve of Obama’s 
handling of the economy while only 26% of independents and 5% of Republicans approve. 
 

 
 

 

Presidential Approval – Health Care Policy 

 
Obama’s handling of health care also remains a problem. Currently, only 40% of New Hampshire residents approve of 
Obama’s handling of health care policy, 56% disapprove, and 4% are neutral.  Support among independents continues to 
decline, from a high of 45% last July to 29% in the most recent poll.  Support among Democrats (81%) and Republicans 
(3%) has remained largely unchanged. 
 

 
 

 

Presidential Approval:  Handling the Economy 
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Most New Hampshire adults continue oppose the health care legislation passed in early 2010.  In the most recent Granite 
State Poll, only 35% of New Hampshire adults favor the legislation, 52% oppose it, and 12% are neutral or don’t know 
enough about it to say. 
 
 

 

  
 
 
 
Support for the health care reform law has declined among all political groups.  Currently, 68% of Democrats, 25% of 
Independents and 5% of Republicans favor the 2010 health care reform law. 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Favor / Oppose Health Care Reform Legislation 
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A small majority of New Hampshire adults think Congress should repeal the health care law that was passed last year – 52% 
favor repeal of the law, 39% believe Congress should let it stand and 9% are unsure.  As with other health care related issues, 
views on repealing health care are quite partisan with 89% of Republicans favoring repeal while 75% of Democrats think 
Congress should let the bill stand.  Over half (58%) of politically independent New Hampshire adults favor repeal. 
 

 
 

Right Direction – Wrong Track 

 
Granite Staters are much more pessimistic about the direction the county is heading.  Currently, only 32% of New 
Hampshire adults think things in this country are generally going in the right direction, 63% think things are seriously off on 
the wrong track, and 5% don’t know.  The percent of those who think the country is off on the wrong track has risen 
significantly after remaining stable for more than a year and is at its lowest level since Obama took office. 
 
Democrats are still most optimistic about the county’s direction, with 53% saying the country is going in the right direction, 
but this is down from 60% in February. 
 
 

 
  

Repeal/Let Stand Healthcare Passed in Congress 
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2012 Presidential Election 

 
Looking ahead to the 2012 general election, the likelihood of President Obama winning again in New Hampshire depends 
heavily on the Republican candidate he would face.  In a hypothetical race between Obama and Mitt Romney, the current 
GOP favorite in New Hampshire, Romney leads with 50% to 43% for Obama, 2% for some other candidate, and 6% are 
undecided.    Romney’s lead over Obama has remained unchanged since February.  Romney holds a 49% to 31% lead among 
political independents. 
 

 
 
 
Obama does better against Minnesota governor Tim Pawlenty, who has been campaigning in New Hampshire for several 
months, but who remains much less known than Romney.  In this matchup, Obama holds a modest 45% to 38% lead with 
2% favoring some other candidate and 15% undecided.  This matchup has also remained unchanged since February. 
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And when Obama is matched against former Arkansas Governor Mike Huckabee, who has led in many national polls, 
Obama holds a 46% to 42% lead , with 3% favoring some other candidate and 9% undecided.

Granite State Poll Methodology 

 
These findings are based on the latest WMUR Granite State Poll, conducted by the University of New Hampshire Survey 
Center.  Five hundred twenty (520) randomly selected New Hampshire adults were interviewed by telephone between April 
15 and April 26, 2011.  The margin of sampling error for the survey is +/- 4.4 percent.  
 
The data have been weighted to adjust for numbers of adults and telephone lines within households, respondent sex, and 
region of the state.  In addition to potential sampling error, all surveys have other potential sources of non-sampling error 
including question order effects, question wording effects, and non-response.
